All items for
sale must be made by the booth exhibitor(s). Exhibitors are encouraged to demonstrate an example of their skill if
possible. Exhibitors are also encouraged to dress in heritage costume. All exhibitors are required to submit clear
photos of items representative of their work, which will be submitted to a review process for acceptance. The
exhibitor’s booth should reflect primarily work similar to that submitted for approval.

HERITAGE MARKEPLACE

Thisisanew area. Vendorsin thisarea are selling products that have a historical connection — food and products
available in the 1700-1800s or skills that have been preserved over the years. Antiques are acceptablein this area.
Products in this area may be the work of the exhibitor (and they should be clearly labeled), but these booths can also
offer resaleitems. Vendors are required to submit pictures and descriptions of their product for review committee
approval. Booths are required to carry primarily products similar to the pictures and descriptions submitted for
approval. Marketplace vendors are encouraged to provide historical information about their products and to dressin
period costume if possible.
